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Announcement No. 2020/KK-3 on the Transition Period Concerning the Withdrawal of the United Kingdom from Membership of the European Union (BREXIT)
As known, the Presidential Circular entitled “Transition Period Concerning the Withdrawal of the United Kingdom from Membership of the European Union” and numbered 2020/1 was published on the Official Gazette dated 01/02/2020 and Numbered 31026, regarding the transition period concerning the withdrawal of the United Kingdom from membership of the European Union.
 The mentioned Presidential Circular contains the following phrases: “Pursuant to the “Agreement on the Withdrawal of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland from the European Union and the European Atomic Energy Community (the Withdrawal Agreement)”, a transition period is foreseen from the effective date of the said agreement to 31 December 2020 unless an otherwise arrangement is made between the parties.”.
 In this context, the following procedures and principles shall apply regarding the EC certificates and the evaluation of medical device registrations related to such certificates, issued for medical device companies by the notified bodies “British Standard Institute (BSI) Assurance UK Ltd” numbered 0086, “Lloyd’ Register Quality Assurance Ltd” numbered 0088, “SGS United Kingdom Limited” numbered 0120 and “UL International (UK) Ltd” numbered 0843 located in the United Kingdom and affected from BREXIT: 
1.      Following the version updated on the UTS, the validity dates of the EC certificates affected from the mentioned process that expire after 31/12/2020 shall be automatically set as 31/12/2020. The mentioned certificates will be automatically dropped by the system after 31/12/2020 and no term extension will be made for such certificates.
2.      The expiry dates of certificates whose certificate validity would normally expire after 31/12/2020 but were moved to before 31/12/2020 in accordance with the conditions and provisions of the Announcement No. 2019/KK-6 and which are affected by the mentioned process, shall be extended to 31/12/2020 if application is made with a petition to the Agency. The mentioned certificates will be automatically dropped by the system after 31/12/2020 and no term extension will be made for such certificates.
3.      No extension shall be made for certificates whose certificate validity would normally expire before 31/12/2020 or whose certificate validity is expired and was extended in accordance with the Announcement No. 2019/KK-6 and that are affected by the mentioned process.
